In Year Two, children are heard read at least once a week by a teacher. Children will either be
heard individually, or within Guided Reading, which is a group reading session with a specific
learning objective.

These need to be
practiced until the child can read them by sight without hesitation and sounding out. Your child
may also have a phonic grid in order o consolidate their sounds. In addition, children will
continue to participate in daily high quality phonics sessions.
