Communication &
Language
Children will have lots of
opportunity to talk
about the animals and
farm visit. We also have
some caterpillars
arriving for the children
to look at and describe

Physical Development
The children will be
developing their physical
skills.

Maths
We will be continuing to recognise and order
numbers to 20. The children will be using money in
their imaginative play and we will be encouraging
them to use addition and subtraction vocabulary in
their play. The children will have the opportunity to
explore the capacity of different sized containers in
the water tray and use language such as full, empty
and half-full. They will be using scales to measure
how heavy or light food items are in the farm shop
role-play. The children will be developing an
understanding of time and using time language.

Children will be reading a selection of
fiction and non-fiction books about
farms, and the animals that live on
them. The children will retell stories in
the correct order, talk about and
compare the different characters, and
say what they liked/disliked about the
story. They will have the opportunity
to write a list of farmer’s jobs, and
write fact sheets about different farm
animals.
