Subject: Music and Drama
	Intent: What are we trying to achieve with our (subject) curriculum?

	
At The Crescent we are passionate about promoting children’s creativity through music and drama. The children learn a range of musical skills including composing, performing and listening to music.
All children will have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument during their time at The Crescent and will have multiple opportunities to perform including in-class performances, year group assemblies and whole school concerts and shows. 
Our curriculum allows children to learn a range of musical skills at their own pace and to match their individual skill level, through explorative and experimental learning.
Drama is embedded in all areas of the curriculum which allows children to develop their understanding of people and places through role play and spoken language.
 

	Implementation: How do we deliver our (subject) curriculum?

	
Weekly music lessons allow children to regularly practice and revisit certain skills and knowledge learnt. The cyclical nature of the curriculum means that children build on their previously learnt knowledge and skills from past years and progress further with their musical understanding. This allows children the time to consolidate their learning and build on it further.

Children also have access to a wide range of extra-curricular music activities including;
· Choirs (Year R, KS1, Year 3/4, Year 5/6)
· Orchestra
· Individual instrument groups (recorder, clarinet)
· Individual peripatetic instrument lessons (piano, keyboard, drums, violin, flute, clarinet, guitar)

At The Crescent we also put on many concerts and performances for the children to take part in, including;
· Year R/1/2 Nativity/Christmas performance
· Carol singing at Christmas time
· Spring Concert at The Point
· Music for a Summer’s Evening Concert
· Year Group Family Assemblies
· Year 6 production
· Year 4 panto

We have also put on the following musical stage shows in the past few years which were available to multiple year groups across the school. 
· Matilda
· Annie
Drama is embedded into all curriculum areas at The Crescent. Children are encouraged to share their thoughts and opinions, as well as experiment with different drama techniques through a range of subjects. This helps the children to fully understand the thoughts and feelings of people and the world around them, as well learning how to express their feelings and emotions.
