Educational visit to Winchester Science Centre 

Dear Parents/Carers, 

 

During the week of 15th June 2026, Year 3 will be visiting Winchester Science Centre as part of our science 

learning on skeletons and muscles. The visit will give your child the opportunity to learn how muscles work in our 

bodies and take part in a science workshop involving looking at an animal heart. 

 

Nebula Class will be visiting on Monday 15th June, Galaxy Class will be visiting on Tuesday 16th June 

and Asteroid Class will be going on Wednesday 17th June. 

 

We plan to travel by mini bus, leaving school at 9.15am and returning in time for normal collection at 3.25pm.

Children will need to bring a rucksack to carry their packed lunch, a healthy snack and plenty of drink. Please
